**Joint Youth Services Planning Committee Meets to Study Teen and Gang Violence 
On March 26, DYCD hosted the quarterly meeting of the Joint Youth Services Planning Committee (JPC), which 
advises DYCD on our youth services portfolio.  Robert J. DeSena, Founder and President of the Council for Unity; 
Angelica Peacock, Director of Queens Act for Youth; and Cressida Wasserman, Senior Planner at DYCD, led a 
discussion on the prevalence of teen violence and anti-gang strategies. DYCD staff updated the JPC on upcoming 
RFPs, the Summer Youth Employment Program, and Runaway and Homeless Youth Services. 
 
**Interagency Coordinating Council Meets to Discuss New York City Response to Fiscal Crisis 
On March 24, the Interagency Coordinating Council on Youth (ICC) held their quarterly membership meeting at the 
headquarters of Federation Employment and Guidance Service (FEGS).  A panel that included representatives 
from the Department of Consumer Affairs Office of Financial Empowerment, DYCD, the Human Resources 
Administration and the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene discussed the City’s response to the current 
conomic crisis, as it relates to youth.  e

 
On March 18, DYCD hosted a meeting of the Interagency Coordinating Council on Youth’s (ICC) Court-Involved 
Youth Workgroup.  The meeting featured presentations from Tim Lisante, Deputy Superintendent of NYC 
Department of Education District 79, who discussed strategies for educating court-involved youth; Vikki C. Terrile, 
Coordinator of Young Adult Services for Queens Library, who provided  an overview of the Metropolitan New York 
Library Council’s Prison Librarians Special Interest Group; and Amy Sananman, Executive Director of Groundswell 
Community Mural Project, who provided an overview of Groundswell’s work with court-involved youth. DYCD staff 
provided members with an update of DYCD’s ongoing collaborations with the Department of Corrections and 
Department of Homeless Services.   
 
**Neighborhood Advisory Boards Meet to Strategically Plan for 2009 
DYCD held a series of eight workshops throughout the City so that Neighborhood Advisory Board members could 
discuss and plan community activities for calendar year 2009. The Queens workshop and one of the two Brooklyn 
workshops were held at the respective Borough Halls and co-hosted by DYCD and the Borough Presidents’ 
offices.  Approximately 160 NAB members attended.  Members also discussed strategies to increase NAB 
membership. 
 
**Literacy Unit Conveys Technology Teacher Share Workshop Information 
On March 13, DYCD’s Literacy Unit hosted a Technology Teacher Share Session for Literacy providers.  
Instructors from CAMBA, Shorefront Y and Korean Community Services shared successful ESOL techniques and 
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strategies that incorporate the use of technology in language learning.  The Technology Teacher Share was the 
culmination of a three-session Technology Workshop Series that began in October 2008.   
 
**Ladders for Leaders Update 
On April 2, Ernst & Young hosted a breakfast to recruit additional employers for the Ladders for Leaders program.  
Commission on Women’s Issues (CWI) Chair Anne Sutherland Fuchs and DYCD Deputy Commissioner Suzanne 
Lynn spoke to representatives of American Express, Interpublic, Orrick, Mount Sinai Hospital and Omnicom.  
Several expressed interest in participating; DYCD and CWI will be following up.  To date, Ladders has received 
irm commitments for 109 summer internships for this year’s group of 214 interns. f

 
On March 24, the second batch of college scholarships for 2008 Ladders alumni was distributed. NYC Ladders for 
Leaders has awarded 103 partial college scholarships of $2,160 per student to our 2008 alumni. The total amount 
to be disbursed is $222,480, all of which was contributed by Ladders employers and program partners.  In order to 
receive the scholarship, students were required to receive a satisfactory evaluation from their internship supervisor, 
complete an application, and write an essay about an educational or professional challenge.  
 
**Beacon Satellite Providers Supported in New NYCHA Program Efforts 
On March 19, DYCD hosted a meeting with representatives from the 19 Beacon providers who are operating 
Beacon Satellite youth programs at 25 New York City Housing Authority (NYCHA) Community Centers.  Deputy 
Mayor Dennis Walcott, NYCHA General Manager Doug Apple and DYCD Commissioner Mullgrav addressed the 
group and reiterated their support for the important work Beacon providers are doing throughout the City.  DYCD 
staff led a discussion of operational, programmatic and facility-related issues and renewed their pledge to help 
providers access the resources they need to operate high-quality programs.

If you have access to a computer and the Internet you may be eligible to prepare and file your 2008 federal tax 
return electronically — for free. Free File is an easy way to file your taxes and get your refund in half the time. Filing 
electronically is fast, accurate and secure. Free File, a form of e-file, is a free federal tax preparation and electronic 
filing program for eligible taxpayers developed through a partnership between the Internal Revenue Service and 
the Free File Alliance. The Alliance is a group of private-sector tax software companies. Since Free File’s debut in 
2003, a total of more than 24 million returns have been prepared and e-filed through the program. Free File offers 
two options. The first, “full service” Free File includes 20 different software options that can assist taxpayers with an 
Adjusted Gross Income of $56,000 or less in 2008 to e-file their federal tax returns for free. Seventy percent of all 
taxpayers can take advantage of tax software that will help them complete their returns through the Free File 
program. Three companies are offering their products in Spanish. This year, the IRS and its partners are offering a 
new option, Free File Fillable Forms, which opens up Free File to virtually everyone, even those whose incomes 
exceed $56,000.
