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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Remedial Investigation Report (RIR) provides sufficient information for establishment
of remedial action objectives, evaluation of remedial action alternatives, and selection of a
remedy pursuant to RCNY§ 43-1407(f). The remedial investigation (RI) described in this

document is consistent with applicable guidance.
Site Location and Current Usage

The Site is located at 41-18/30 24" Street in the Long Island City section in Queens, New
York and is identified as Block 413 and Lots 32 and 37 on the New York City Tax Map. Figure
1 shows the Site location. The Site is 14,175-square feet and is bounded by 24™ Street, with a
commercial warehouse to the west, a commercial warehouse to the south, a multi-story building
under construction to the east, and a commercial warehouse to the north. A map of the site
location is shown in Figure 1. Currently, the Site is vacant and does not contain any buildings or
features. The most recent use of the property was for commercial usages including three 1-story
buildings and a 2-story building. Two of the 1-story buildings were utilized for warehouse

purposes and the remaining buildings were office space.
Summary of Proposed Redevelopment Plan

The proposed future use of the Site will consist of a new 12-story residential building.
Layout of the proposed site development is presented in Figure 3. The current zoning
designation is M1-5 and R7-3 for manufacturing and residential use. The proposed use is

consistent with existing zoning for the property.

The proposed redevelopment for the new 12-story residential building will not contain any
commercial usage. The property is proposed to contain a cellar to 9’8" below ground surface
(bgs) with footings set to approximately 11° bgs. The cellar will be utilized for meter rooms,
maintenance rooms, storage, laundry rooms and a resident gym. The first floor will be utilized
for a resident gym, recreation rooms and a lobby. The proposed final height of the building will
be 120’ above ground surface; the building will have a footprint of approximately 7,390 square
feet and occupy 48% of the property. The remaining property will be utilized for parking. The

maximum depth of excavation will be 11’ below ground surface (bgs) for the cellar and an



additional 7’ bgs for the elevator put and footings with an estimated 1,465 tons of soil removed.

Excavation will be performed to install a cellar at the property as well as an elevator pit.
Summary of Past Uses of Site and Areas of Concern

A Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (Phase I) was completed by Merritt Environmental
Consulting Corp. (Merritt) on May 1%, 2012. The Phase I identified the following Recognized

Environmental Conditions (REC):
+ Two (2) underground storage tanks beneath the floor slab of 41-30 24 Street.

e Historic commercial, warehouse and light industrial usage of the property since its

development.
The AOCs identified for this site include:
* The portions of the property used for warehousing and light industrial purposes.
Summary of the Work Performed under the Remedial Investigation

1. Conducted a Site inspection to identify AOCs and physical obstructions (i.e.

structures, buildings, etc.);

2. Performed a geophysical survey on all accessible areas of the lot to allow for the

identification anomalies indicating buried structures;

3. Installed 9 soil borings across the entire project Site, and collected 18 soil samples for

chemical analysis from the soil borings to evaluate soil quality;

4. Installed 3 temporary groundwater monitoring wells throughout the Site and collected

3 groundwater samples for chemical analysis to evaluate groundwater quality;

5. Installed 6 soil vapor probes around Site and collected 6 samples for chemical

analysis.
Summary of Environmental Findings
1. Elevation of the property is approximately 30 ft. above sea level.
2. Depth to groundwater ranges from 19.77 to 21.03 feet at the Site.

3. Groundwater flow is generally believed to be from east to west beneath the Site.
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4. Bedrock was not encountered during this investigation.

5. The stratigraphy of the site, from the surface down, consists of fill materials followed by

light to dark brown fine sands mixed with clay and silt.

6. Soil/fill samples collected during the RI were compared to NYSDEC Part 375-6
Unrestricted Use (Track 1) and Restricted Residential Use (Track 2) Soil Cleanup
Objectives (SCOs). Soil sampling results showed that no VOC’s were detected above
soil cleanup objectives in any of the soil samples. Several SVOCs including
Benzo(a)anthracene (2,110 pg/kg), Benzo(k)fluoranthene (1,380 ug/kg), Chrysene (2,870
ug/kg), Benzo(a)pyrene (1,850 ug/kg) and Indeno(1,2,3-c,d)pyrene (996 pg/kg) were
detected above their corresponding Restricted Residentail SCOs, with the highest
concentrations occurring in shallow soils on the north side of the property (SB-5 and SB-
6). Aroclor 1254 was detected above its Unrestricted Use SCO with a concentration of
125 png/kg, 4,4’-DDT was detected with a maximum concentration of 52.3 pg/kg and
4,4’-DDE was detected with a concentration of 4.37 pg/kg. All PCBs and Pesticides were
detected below their Restricted Residential Use SCOs. Eight metals including Arsenic
(20.5 pg/kg), Beryllium (15.6 pg/kg), Chromium (94.1 pg/kg), Copper (738 ng/kg), Lead
(865 ng/kg), Mercury (3.02 ng/kg), exceeded their respective Restricted Residential Use
SCOs. Overall, the soil chemistry is indicative of historic fill materials with the exception

of the hotspots identified for SVOCs and Metals in the shallow soils of SB-5 and SB-6

7. Groundwater samples collected during the RI were compared to NYSDEC 6NYCRR Part
703.5 Groundwater Quality Standards (GQS). Groundwater results showed that there
were no exceedances of groundwater standards for SVOCs, PCBs, Pesticides and total or
dissolved metals. Chloroform (7 pg/L) was the only VOC to exceed its GQS.
Groundwater at the property was found to be extremely silty and therefore there was not

enough recovery from TW-5 to analyze for PCBs and Pesticides.

8. Soil vapor samples collected during the RI were compared to the compounds listed in
Table 3.1 Air Guideline Values Derived by the NYSDOH located in the New York State
Department of Health (NYSDOH) Final Guidance for Evaluating Soil Vapor Intrusion.
Soil vapor results showed low concentrations of both chlorinated and non-chlorinated

compounds. Sampling points contained concentrations of trichloroethene (TCE) above
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method detection limits, with a maximum concentration of 38 pg/m’, tetrachlorethene
(340 pg/m’) was detected above indoor air guidelines. 1,1,1-trichloroethane (TCA) was
detected in one sample at a low concentration and carbon tetrachloride was not detected
at the property. Petroleum related BTEX compounds were detected at a maximum
concentration of 226.5 pg/m’. The most prevalent VOC detected in soil vapor was 2-

Butanone with a maximum concentration of 3,800 pg/m’.
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REMEDIAL INVESTIGATION REPORT

1.0 SITE BACKGROUND

SMA Real Estate has applied to enroll in the New York City Voluntary Cleanup Program
(NYC VCP) to investigate and remediate a 14,175 square foot site located at 41-18/30 24™ Street
in the Long Island City section of Queens, New York. Residential use is proposed for the
property. The RI work was performed between August 4™ and August 8", 2014. This RIR
summarizes the nature and extent of contamination and provides sufficient information for
establishment of remedial action objectives, evaluation of remedial action alternatives, and
selection of a remedy that is protective of human health and the environment consistent with the

use of the property pursuant to RCNY§ 43-1407(f).

1.1 Site Location and Current Usage

The Site is located at 41-18/30 24" Street in the Long Island City section in Queens, New
York and is identified as Block 413 and Lots 32 and 37 on the New York City Tax Map. Figure
1 shows the Site location. The Site is 14,175-square feet and is bounded by 24™ Street, with a
commercial warehouse to the west, a commercial warehouse to the south, a multi-story building
under construction to the east, and a commercial warehouse to the north. A map of the site
location is shown in Figure 1. Currently, the Site is vacant and does not contain any buildings or
features. The most recent use of the property was for commercial usages including three 1-story
buildings and a 2-story building. Two of the 1-story buildings were utilized for warehouse
purposes and the remaining buildings were office space. A map of the current site is shown in

Figure 2.

1.2 Proposed Redevelopment Plan

The proposed future use of the Site will consist of a new 12-story residential building.
Layout of the proposed site development is presented in Figure 3. The current zoning
designation is M1-5 and R7-3 for manufacturing and residential use. The proposed use is

consistent with existing zoning for the property.
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The proposed redevelopment for the new 12-story residential building will not contain any
commercial usage. The property is proposed to contain a cellar to 9’8" below ground surface
(bgs) with footings set to approximately 11° bgs. The cellar will be utilized for meter rooms,
maintenance rooms, storage, laundry rooms and a resident gym. The first floor will be utilized
for a resident gym, recreation rooms and a lobby. The proposed final height of the building will
be 120’ above ground surface; the building will have a footprint of approximately 7,390 square
feet and occupy 48% of the property. The remaining property will be utilized for parking. The
maximum depth of excavation will be 11’ below ground surface (bgs) with an estimated 1,465
tons of soil removed. Excavation will be performed to install a cellar at the property as well as an

elevator pit.

1.3 Description of Surrounding Property

The site is located at 41-18/30 24™ Street in the Long Island City section of Queens. The
surrounding area consists of industrial, residential and mixed-use properties. The zoning for the
area is predominantly industrial with a residential overlay. No nearby sensitive receptors were

identified within 500 feet of the site. Figure 4 shows the surrounding land usage.
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2.0 SITE HISTORY

2.1 Past Uses and Ownership

A Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (Phase I) was completed by Merritt Environmental
Consulting Corp. (Merritt) on May 1%, 2012. The Phase I identified the following Recognized

Environmental Conditions (REC):
+ Two (2) underground storage tanks beneath the floor slab of 41-30 24™ Street.

* Historic commercial, warehouse and light industrial usage of the property since its

development.

2.2 Previous Investigations

No previous investigations have been provided to ACT at the time of this report. A site
inspection was performed by Paul Stewart of ACT on May 30, 2014 to investigate evidence of a
partially exposed inactive underground fuel oil storage tank at the site. ACT personnel were
informed by Always First, the demolition contractor at the time, that a second tank had been

found that was empty and removed from the site as a scrap metal.

On June 3", ACT oversaw the removal of the remaining inactive 550-gallon steel fuel oil
tank. Action Environmental, Inc. pumped the tank of liquid, properly decommissioned and
disposed of the UST. A concrete pad was noted at the base of the excavation. When the concrete
was removed a petroleum odor and staining was noted on the soils beneath it. The New York
State Department of Environmental Conservation (NYSDEC) was notified and spill number 14-

02329 was assigned to the property.

The demolition contractor removed and stockpiled the contaminated soil onto
polyethylene sheeting. The stockpiled soils were transported to Clean Earth of Cartaret, New
Jersey on August 1%, 2014. Endpoint samples were collected from the sidewalls and excavation

bottom of the tank beds. A total of 7 soil samples were collected and submitted for CP-51 list of
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volatile organic compounds and semi-volatile organic compounds. No soil samples contained
compounds exceeding soil cleanup objectives. A formal spill closure report is being prepared and

will be submitted to the NYDEC as well as the proper registration documents for both tanks.

2.3 Site Inspection

At the time of the May 30" site inspection, all of the previous buildings had been
demolished. No areas of concern were identified at during the site inspection except for
evidence of a partially exposed inactive underground fuel oil storage tank and a depression
where a second underground storage tank had been removed. As indicated above, the area where
the underground storage tanks were located has since been remediated and endpoint samples

collected pursuant to instructions from the NYSDEC.

2.4 Areas of Concern
The AOCs identified for this site include:
1. The portions of the property used for warehousing and light industrial purposes.

Phase 1 Report is presented in Appendix A.
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3.0 PROJECT MANAGEMENT

3.1 Project Organization

The Qualified Environmental Profession (QEP) responsible for preparation of this RIR is
Paul P. Stewart.

3.2 Health and Safety

All work described in this RIR was performed in full compliance with applicable laws and
regulations, including Site and OSHA worker safety requirements and HAZWOPER

requirements.

3.3 Materials Management

All material encountered during the RI was managed in accordance with applicable laws and

regulations.
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4.0 REMEDIAL INVESTIGATION ACTIVITIES

SMA Real Estate performed the following scope of work:

1. Conducted a Site inspection to identify AOCs and physical obstructions (i.e.

structures, buildings, etc.);

2. Performed a geophysical survey on all accessible areas of the lot to allow for the

identification anomalies indicating buried structures;

3. Installed 9 soil borings across the entire project Site, and collected 18 soil samples for

chemical analysis from the soil borings to evaluate soil quality;

4. Installed 3 temporary groundwater monitoring wells throughout the Site and collected

3 groundwater samples for chemical analysis to evaluate groundwater quality;

5. Installed 6 soil vapor probes around Site and collected 6 samples for chemical

analysis.

4.1 Geophysical Investigation

The geophysical survey was completed on June 12", 2014. The survey encompassed all

accessible areas of the lot. Field notes from the survey are contained in Appendix B.

The survey was performed utilizing an SIR-2000 Ground-Penetrating Radar (GPR) unit at a
range to allow for the identification of anomalies to a depth of 10 feet below ground surface. At
the time of the survey, the reflections noted were indicative of debris and metal smaller than 1ft

in area. No anomalies indicative of UST’s were present under the property.

GPR is primarily used as a preliminary survey of a property for the development of
subsurface information prior to a formal site assessment. Surface cover or obstructions,
subsurface soil types and buried debris can mask or conceal the presence and precise locations of
underground structures or even suggest their presence when none exist. The presence, absence
or precise locations of underground structures indicated during a GPR survey should be

confirmed by excavation, subsurface sampling or other invasive procedures.
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4.2 Borings and Monitoring Wells
Drilling and Soil Logging

Nine soil borings were installed around the site at the locations indicated in Figure 5. Each
boring was installed utilizing a Geoprobe-style truck mounted equipment in combinations with
five foot macro core soil samples containing dedicated acetate liners. All down hole drilling
equipment was decontaminated between sampling events to minimize the possibility of cross

contamination.

Soil was continuously sampled in each soil boring from ground surface to a depth of 5 feet
below ground surface (bgs). Two soil samples were collected from each boring, the shallow soils
0-2’ bgs and the deep soils 3-5” bgs. Four sample locations, SB-1 through SB-3 and SB-9 were
installed inside the perimeter of the future building, which will contain a cellar. To compensate
for the cellar depth the borings were installed to a final depth of 15° bgs. Soil samples for SB-1
through SB-3 and SB-9 were collected at 0-2” bgs and 12-14’ bgs. All soil samples were
screened for volatile organic compounds (VOCs) utilizing a Photovac 2020 Photo Ionization
Detector (PID) and visually examines from lithology and the presence of contamination. None of
the soil boring locations contained any evidence of petroleum staining or PID levels greater than

0.0 ppm.

Eighteen soil samples were collected from the site and placed in appropriate laboratory
issued containers. Samples were submitted to York Analytical Laboratories, Inc. (NYSDOH
#10854). Soil samples were analyzed for VOCs in accordance with EPA method 8260, SVOCs
in accordance with EPA method 8270, metals in accordance with EPA methods 6010 and 7471
and lastly PCBs and Pesticides in accordance with EPA methods 8081 and 8082.

Boring logs were prepared and are attached in Appendix C. A map showing the location of

soil borings and monitor wells is shown in Figure 5.
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Groundwater Monitoring Well Construction

Groundwater quality was determined during this investigation through the installation and
sampling of five temporary monitoring wells. Each sample was collected utilizing a two foot
steel groundwater sampler in combination with 4’ hollow steel rods. Groundwater sampling
locations TW-3 and TW-4 were attempted twice at each location as projected in the work plan.
All attempts were concluded with no groundwater recovery and were unable to be sampled. An
additional location TW-5 was installed on the southwestern side of the property and produced
sufficient water to be sampled. Groundwater was sampled from TW-1, TW-2 and TW-5.

Locations of the groundwater sampling points are depicted in Figure 5.
Survey

Due to the temporary construction of the wells and limited groundwater recovery a formal

survey of the sampling points was not conducted.
Water Level Measurement

Prior to purging temporary wells for groundwater sampling, depth to water and/or floating
product was determined using an electronic depth to water meter accurate to the nearest 0.01

feet. Water level data is included in Table 10.

4.3 Sample Collection and Chemical Analysis

Sampling performed as part of the field investigation was conducted for all Areas of Concern
and also considered other means for bias of sampling based on professional judgment, area
history, discolored soil, stressed vegetation, drainage patterns, field instrument measurements,
odor, or other field indicators. All media including soil, groundwater and soil vapor have been
sampled and evaluated in the RIR. Discrete (grab) samples have been used for final delineation
of the nature and extent of contamination and to determine the impact of contaminants on public
health and the environment. The sampling performed and presented in this RIR provides
sufficient basis for evaluation of remedial action alternatives, establishment of a qualitative

human health exposure assessment, and selection of a final remedy.
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Soil Sampling

Eighteen soil samples were collected for chemical analysis during this RI. Data on soil
sample collection for chemical analyses, including dates of collection and sample depths, is
reported in Tables 1 through 4. Figure 5 shows the location of samples collected in this

investigation. Laboratories and analytical methods are shown below.

All equipment was properly decontaminated between each sampling event and after each use
to prevent the contamination of samples. Care was taken to store and transport the equipment
away from cleaning solvents and gasoline. Cleaned equipment was handled as little as possible
prior to use and disposable gloves were worn during the handling. Sampling field equipment was

field decontaminated according to the following steps:
* Washed with solution of non-phosphate detergent in tap water;
* Rinsed with tap water;
* Rinsed with distilled/de-ionized water;
* Rinsed with methanol;
* Rinsed with distilled/de-ionized water;
* Airdry.

A decontamination area was set up in a non-contaminated area of the site, away from the
work area. A polyethylene tarp was placed on the ground and the cleaning/rinsing solutions were
stored in laboratory wash bottles to reduce waste generation. Scrub brushes were used to remove
residue from the equipment. All rinse solutions were collected into one-gallon polyethylene
containers and transported to ACT’s Port Washington office for disposal as manifested

laboratory waste.
Groundwater Sampling

Three groundwater samples were collected for chemical analysis during this RI. Groundwater
sample collection data is reported in Tables 5 through 8. Sampling logs with information on
purging and sampling of groundwater monitor wells is included in Appendix 2. Groundwater at

the property was found to be extremely silty and therefore there was not enough recovery from
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TW-5 to analyze for PCBs and Pesticides. Figure 5 shows the location of groundwater sampling.

Laboratories and analytical methods are shown below.
Soil Vapor Sampling

Six soil vapor probes were installed and six soil vapor samples were collected for chemical
analysis during this RI. Soil vapor sampling locations are shown in Figure 5. Soil vapor sample
collection data is reported in Table 9. Soil vapor sampling logs are included in Appendix 2.
Methodologies used for soil vapor assessment conform to the NYS DOH Final Guidance on Soil

Vapor Intrusion, October 2006.

Chemical Analysis

Results of Chemical Analyses

Laboratory data for soil, groundwater and soil vapor are summarized in Tables 1 through 10,
respectively. Laboratory data deliverables for all samples evaluated in this RIR are provided in

digital form in Appendix D.
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5.0 ENVIRONMENTAL EVALUATION

5.1 Geological and Hydrogeological Conditions

Stratigraphy

The topography of the site is generally level. The nearest surface water body is the East
River, located approximately 0.8 miles to the west. The site is situated approximately 30 ft.
above sea level.

Hydrogeology

A table of water level data for all monitor wells is included in Table 10. The average depth
to groundwater is 20.51 and the range in depth is 19.77 to 21.03. Groundwater elevations were
not calculated due to the temporary construction of the wells. Groundwater flow is believed to be
from east to west.

5.2 Soil Chemistry

Data collected during the RI is sufficient to delineate the vertical and horizontal distribution
of contaminants in soil/fill at the Site. A summary table of data for chemical analyses performed
on soil samples is included in Tables 1 through 4. Figure 6 shows the location and posts the
values for soil/fill that exceed the 6NYCRR Part 375-6.8 Track 1 Soil Cleanup Objectives.

It can be seen from table 1 that no VOC’s were detected above soil cleanup objectives in any
of the soil samples. Acetone was the only VOC detected in all of the samples and is commonly
utilized as a laboratory solvent. Its presence in the samples is a possible artifact from laboratory
equipment.

Table 2 shows the SVOCs detected in the soil samples obtained at the property. Soil samples
SB-1 (12-14), SB-2 (0-2), SB-2 (12-14), SB-3 (0-2), SB-3 (12-14), SB-4 (0-2), SB-4 (3-5), SB-5
(0-2), SB-7 (0-2), SB-7 (3-5), SB-8 (3-5) and SB-9 (12-14) did not contain concentrations of
SVOC’s above their respective soil cleanup objectives. Benzo(a)anthracene was detected above
RRSCOs in SB-5 (3-5), SB-6 (0-2), SB-6 (3-5) and SB-9 (0-2) with a maximum concentration of
2,110 pg/kg. Benzo(k)fluoranthene [SB-1 (0-2), SB-5 (3-5), SB-6 (3-5) and SB-9 (0-2)] was
detected above RRSCO’s with a maximum concentration of 1,380 pg/kg in SB-6 (3-5). Chrysene
was detected above its UUSCO in SB-1 (0-2), SB-5 (3-5), SB-6 (0-2), SB-8 (0-2) and SB-9 (0-
2), with a maximum concentration of 2,870 pg/kg in SB-5 (3-5). In addition SB-6 (3-5)
contained Benzo(a)pyrene above its CSCOs with a concentration of 1,850 pg/kg and
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Indeno(1,2,3-c,d)pyrene above it’s RRSCO’s with a concentration of 996 ng/kg. All of the
SVOCs detected above are classified as poly-aromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs) that are compounds
commonly found in historic fill materials. Burning petroleum products such as coal, tar, oil and
gas creates PAHs as a byproduct.

Table 3 summarizes the concentrations of PCBs and Pesticides detected in the soil samples.
SB-7 (0-2) was the only sample to contain a detection of a PCB. Aroclor 1254 was detected
above its UUSCO with a concentration of 125 ug/kg. 4,4’-DDT was detected above its UUSCO
in SB-1 (0-2), SB-2 (0-2), SB-3 (0-2), SB-4 (0-2), SB-4 (3-5), SB-5 (0-2), SB-5 (3-5), SB-6 (0-
2), SB-6 (3-5), SB-8 (0-2), SB-8 (3-5) and SB-9 (0-2) with a maximum concentration of 52.3
ug/kg. In addition 4,4’-DDE was detected above its UUSCO in SB-6 (3-5) with a concentration
of 4.37 ng/kg. PCBs and Pesticides are common compounds found at industrial properties and
their presence at the property could be due to the historical usage of the site and surrounding
area.

Concentrations of TAL metals in the soils at the site are summarized in Table 4. A total of 8
metals were detected in the soil borings above soil cleanup objectives. Arsenic was detected
above CSCOs in SB-6 (0-2) with a concentration of 20.5 pg/kg. Beryllium was detected above
its UUSCO [SB-2 (0-2), SB-5 (0-2) and SB-6 (0-2)] with a maximum concentration of 15.6
ng/kg. Chromium was detected above its UUSCO in SB-2 (0-2), SB-3 (0-2), SB-4 (3-5), SB-5
(0-2) and SB-6 (0-2) with a maximum concentration of 94.1 ng/kg. Copper was detected above
its UUSCO [SB-3 (0-1), SB-4 (0-2), SB-6 (0-2), SB-7 (0-2), SB-8 (3-5) and SB-9 (0-2)] and
above its CSCO [(SB-2 (0-2), SB-4 (3-5), SB-5 (0-2) and SB-6 (0-2)] with a maximum
concentration of 738 pg/kg. Lead was detected above its UUSCO [SB-1 (0-2), SB-2 (0-2), SB-3
(0-2), SB-4 (0-2), SB-6 (3-5), SB-7 (0-2), SB-7 (3-5), SB-8 (0-2), SB-8 (3-5) and SB-9 (0-2)]
and above its RRSCO [SB-4 (3-5), SB-5 (0-2), SB-5 (3-5), SB-6 (0-2) and SB-6 (3-5)] with a
maximum concentration of 865 pg/kg. Mercury was detected above its UUSCO [SB-1 (0-2), SB-
2 (0-2), SB-4 (3-5), SB-5 (0-2), SB-5 (3-5), SB-6 (0-2), SB-7 (0-2), SB-7 (3-5), SB-8 (0-2), SB-8
(3-5), SB-9 (0-2)] and above its CSCO in SB-6 (3-5) with a concentration of 3.02 ug/kg. Nickel
was detected above its UUSCO in SB-2 (0-2), SB-3 (0-2), SB-4 (3-5), SB-5 (0-2), SB-6 (0-2)
and SB-9 (0-2) with a maximum concentration of 178 pg/kg in SB-5 (0-2). The last metal
detected above its UUSCO was Zinc in SB-1 (0-2), SB-2 (0-2), SB-3 (0-2), SB-4 (0-2), SB-4 (3-
5), SB-5 (0-2), SB-5 (3-5), SB-6 (0-2), SB-6 (3-5), SB-7 (0-2), SB-7 (3-5), SB-8 (0-2), SB-8 (3-
5), SB-9 (0-2) with a maximum concentration of 6,290 pg/kg in SB-5 (0-2). Of these metals,
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Arsenic, Beryllium, Chromium, Copper, Lead, and Mercury also exceeding Restricted
Residential Use SCOs. All remaining detections of metals were below soil cleanup objectives.
Metals are commonly found at higher concentrations in urban areas due to the presence of fill
materials. The highest concentrations of metals were detected in the shallow soils, indicating that

groundwater is unlikely the source of contamination.
5.3 Groundwater Chemistry

Data collected during the RI is sufficient to delineate the distribution of contaminants in
groundwater at the Site. A summary table of data for chemical analyses performed on
groundwater samples is included in Tables 5 through 8.

It can be seen from Table 5 that a total of 5 VOCs were detected above laboratory
method detection limits. Of the compounds detected only Chloroform was found to exceed its
ground water standard of 7 pg/L with a concentration of 16 pg/L in TW-1. It should be noted that
Tetrachloroethene (PCE) was detected in TW-1 and TW-2 with a maximum concentration of
0.25 pg/L, which is well below the corresponding groundwater standard of 5 pg/L. The other
compounds detected were well below the groundwater standards and would be commonly found
in the industrial and urban area that the site is located.

Table 6 shows the concentrations of semi-volatile organic compounds detected in the
groundwater samples obtained at the site. No SVOC’s were detected above their corresponding
groundwater standards. Table 7 shows that there were no PCB’s or Pesticides detected above
laboratory method detection limits. Lastly, Table 8 shows that there were no exceedences of
metals in both the total and dissolved metal concentrations in any of the samples.

Figure 7 shows the location and posts the values for groundwater that exceed the New York

State 6BNYCRR Part 703.5 Class GA groundwater standards.

5.4 Soil Vapor Chemistry

Data collected during the RI is sufficient to delineate the distribution of contaminants in soil
vapor at the Site. A summary table of data for chemical analyses performed on soil vapor
samples is included in Table 9. Figure 8 shows the location and posts the values for soil vapor

samples with concentrations exceeding NYSDOH guidelines.
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As shown in Table 10, multiple VOCs were detected in soil vapor. SV-1, SV-2 and SV-4
through SV-6 contained concentrations of VOCs above NYSDOH Indoor Air guidelines.
Sampling points SV-1, SV-2 and SV-6 contained concentrations of Trichloroethene (TCE) above
method detection limits, with a maximum concentration in SV-6 of 38 ug/m?’, which exceeds its
indoor air guideline of 5 pg/m’. Tetrachlorethene (PCE) was detected at low concentrations in all
of the soil vapor samples. SV-6 contained the maximum exceedence of the PCE indoor air
guideline of 30 ug/m’ with a concentration of 340 pg/m’. 1,1,1-Trichloroethane (TCA) was
detected in SV-6 at a low concentrations. The most prevalent VOC detected in soil vapor was 2-
Butanone with a maximum concentration of 3,800 ug/m’ in SV-3. There is no indoor air
guideline for 2-Butanone, which is a byproduct of car and truck exhaust and commonly utilized
as an industrial solvent. Petroleum related BTEX compounds were detected at a maximum
concentration of 226.5 pg/m’. None of the above compounds were detected above standards in
soil or groundwater beneath the site. All of the compounds detected are commonly found in
industrial solvents and petroleum products and their presence at the property is likely due to the

historical usage of the surrounding area.

5.5 Prior Activity

Based on an evaluation of the data and information from the RIR, disposal of significant

amounts of hazardous waste is not suspected at this site.

5.6 Impediments to Remedial Action

There are no known impediments to remedial action at this property.

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4.1 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Merritt Environmental Consulting Corp. (MECC) was retained by SMA Real Estate to conduct a
Phase | Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) at 41-18/30 24" Street, Long Island City, Queens,
New York 11101,

The on site investigation was conducted on April 19, 2012. The current use of the site consists of
three (3) contiguous vacant warehouse buildings. Each building is filled with office supplies,
assorted furniture and paper work from the previous owner (MME Electric Corp.). The warehouse
areas are filled with miscellaneous electrical parts and tools.

Based on our site reconnaissance, database review and historical investigation, the
following Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs) were noted at the time of our
inspection.

A Recognized Environmental Condition means the presence or likely presence of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products on a property under conditions that indicate an existing release,
a past release, or a material threat of a release of any hazardous substance or petroleum
products into structures on the property or into the ground, groundwater, or surface water of the
property. The term includes hazardous substances or petroleum products even under compliance
with laws.

ITEM
There appears to be underground gasoline storage tanks (USTs) buried in the ground |
floor slab of the 41-30 24" Street warehouse area. Furthermore, the Sanborn Maps for
the years 1936-1947 show the property located at 41-26/30 24" Street to be a Garage.
Two (2) gasoline tanks are present in 1936 and one (1) gasoline tank is present in 1947,
The presence of these former gasoline tanks constitutes a Recognized Environmental

The process can take several months and cost over $20,000 to satisfy the requirement for
removing an “E” designation.

The “E” designations would require that the fee owner of the site conduct a testing and
sampling protocol and remediation where appropriate, to the satisfaction of the NYCDEP
before the issuance of a building permit by the Department of Buildings. Once approval is
granted by the NYCDEP, the work can be performed in accordance to required regulations
in order to receive a notice of satisfaction.

4.6.3 EXTERIOR OBSERVATIONS

No potential environmental conditions such as, dead vegetation, gas/chemical spills or storage
drums were observed throughout the exterior areas at the time of our inspection.

4.6.4 INTERIOR OBSERVATIONS

The interior inspection revealed no evidence of any on-site staining of petroleum products,
chemicals, or other hazardous materials. Each building is filled with office supplies, assorted furniture
and paper work from the previous owner's MME Electric Corp. The warehouse areas are filled with
miscellaneous electrical parts and tools.
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4.6.5 UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANKS (UST) AND DRUMS

Each year, thousands of petroleum leaks and spills are reported to the Department of
Environmental Conservation (DEC) / Department of Environmental Protection (DEP). Thousands
of others may go unreported mainly because they have not yet been discovered. These leaks can
enter the ground, seep into an aquifer and contaminate a water supply. In some places, water
wells have been closed down and people have had to vacate their homes. Even small amounts of
petroleum in soil or groundwater can be tasted or smelled and can subsequently affect health.

Leaking petroleum storage tanks are a major source of groundwater contamination. The
DEC/DEP estimates that there may be as many as 185,000 tanks storing petroleum, which are
subject to state regulations. Many of these tanks are bare steel and were installed underground in
the 1950's and 1960's. These tanks have weakened by rust and have a fifty percent chance of
developing leaks.

FINDINGS

There appears to be underground gasoline storage tanks (USTs) buried in the ground floor
slab of the 41-30 24" Street warehouse area. Furthermore, the Sanborn Maps for the years
1936-1947 show the property located at 41-26/30 24" Street to be a Garage. Two (2)
gasoline tanks are present in 1936 and one (1) gasoline tank is present in 1947. The
presence of these former gasoline tanks constitutes a Recognized Environmental
Condition (REC).

4.6.6 ABOVEGROUND STORAGE TANKS (AST)

No above ground tanks or storage drums were observed in any of the accessible areas at the time of
our inspection.
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4.6.7 ELECTRICAL TRANSFORMERS (PCBs)

Transformers often contain Poly-chlorinated biphenyl (PCB) Askarel coolant liquid and are
generally used in hazardous locations where flammability is of concern. PCB transformers are no
longer produced because of EPA's ban on the manufacture of new equipment containing PCB's.
However, older equipment does remain in certain areas and may contain PCB's.

As of January, 1979, Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCB) and other toxic materials used in fluorescent
ballasts were phased out.  Any building constructed prior to 1979 may contain PCB in minor
quantities and is not considered a major health threat.

Further evaluation goes beyond the scope of a Phase | Environmental Report. Should you need any
additional information, a technical engineer may be contacted for assistance.

FINDINGS

No electrical transformers were observed on the property.

As per the Toxic Substance Control Act (TSCA), the transformer owner, i.e. the utility company, is
responsible for all transformer maintenance and all spills of PCBs from their fransformers.

Fluorescent light fixtures were not inspected for PCB content under the scope of this assessment.
4.6.8 NATURAL GAS

There are four (4) underground gas mains entering the buildings from 24" Street. Each main is

connected to an individual meter located on the ground floor of each building. The gas is then

distributed to the heating systems by branch lines of black iron pipe.

Gas service is provided by National Grid.

4.6.9 RADON

Radon first gained national attention in early 1984, when extremely high levels of indoor radon
were found in areas of Connecticut, Pennsylvania, New Jersey, and New York. Radon is a
coloriess, odorless radioactive gas. Nearly one out of every 15 homes in the U.S. is estimated to
have elevated annual average levels of indoor radon. EPA established a Radon Program in 1985
to assist States and homeowners in reducing their risk of lung cancer from indoor radon.

FINDINGS

The New York State Department of Health indicates the average radon level for this area of
Queens to be 1.4 pico curies per liter (pCi/L), which is below the EPA action level of 4 pCi/L.

A radon canister was not initiated at the time of our inspection since this is beyond the
scope of this assessment.
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4.6.10 NON-SCOPE ASTM CONSIDERATIONS
A. ASBESTOS

The EPA has identified over 3,000 products used in buildings containing asbestos fibers. Our
inspection of the premises is to determine the presence of friable asbestos, as defined by the
Federal Environmental Protection Agency as any material, which may be pulverized with hand
pressure. This material has the potential to release asbestos fibers into the atmosphere and in
turn may be hazardous to the building occupants' health.

We have not inspected for or included in our report any building materials, which may
contain non-friable asbestos such as vinyl asbestos floor tiles, exterior ashestos shingles,
asbestos roofing felts, etc. Many of these materials are still manufactured today and not
considered hazardous unless the material is cut, sawed, or grounded in a manner that
might release asbestos fibers into the atmosphere.

We have used the 4-category system as defined by Asbestos Hazardous Emergency Response
Act (AHERA) to designate the different conditions of asbestos noted throughout the areas of the
site. This report is not designed to meet the AHERA protocols.

1. Good Condition
Material with no visible damage or deterioration to very limited damage or deterioration.

2. Fair Condition
Material with one or more of the following characteristics:
- A few water stains or less than one tenth of insulation with missing jackets.
- Crushed insufation or water stains, gouges, puncture or mars on up to one tenth
of the insulation if the damage is evenly distributed (or up to one quarter if the
damage is localized).

3. Poor Condition
Material with one or more of the following characteristics:
- Missing jackets on at least one tenth of the piping equipment.
- Crushed or heavily gouged or punctured insulation on at least one tenth of pipe
runs/risers, boiler, tank duct, etc., if the damage is evenly distributed (one quarter
if the damage is localized).

4. Significantly Damaged

Thermal systems insulation on pipes, boilers, tanks, ducts, and other thermal system
insulation equipment which the insulation has lost its structural integrity, or its covering, in
whole or in part, is crushed, water-stained, gouged, punctured, missing, or not intact such
that is not able to contain fibers. Damage may be further illustrated by occasional
puncture, gouges, or other signs of physical injury to ACM, occasional water damage on
the protective coverings/jackets; or exposed ACM ends or joints. Asbestos debris,
originating from the ACM in question may also indicate damage.

ASBESTOS FINDINGS

Based on the year of construction (1930 & 1931), Asbestos Containing Materials (ACM) are
assumed to the present. Since the buildings are vacant, it is recommended that any ACM
encountered during any renovations /redevelopment of the site be addressed in
accordance with local, state and federal regulations.

Many buildings’ fireproofing is concealed 'in a plenum above the ceiling. These areas were not
accessible and, therefore, we are unable to determine the type of fireproofing for those areas above
the first floor.

. LEAD BASED PAINT

Lead-based paint (LBP) was used extensively in buildings and structures that were constructed
prior to 1978 and can be hazardous when damaged (i.e., chipped, broken, crumbling, pulverized);
lead is toxic to humans particularly to children, if ingested, inhaled, or otherwise absorbed.
Exposure to lead can cause health problems in children ranging from damage to the brain and
nervous system, behavioral and learning problems (such as hyperactivity), slowed growth, hearing
problems and headaches. In adults the health problems can range from difficulties during
pregnancy, other reproductive problems, high blood pressure, digestive problems, nerve
disorders, memory and concentration problems and muscle and joint pain.

Our research indicates the buildings were constructed prior to 1978, and lead based paint is
assumed to be present throughout the buildings.

FINDINGS

Based on the year of construction (1930 & 1931), Lead Based Paint (LBP) is assumed to
the present. Since the buildings are vacant, it is recommended that LBP encountered
during any renovations /redevelopment of the site be addressed in accordance with local,
state and federal regulations.

Research of the Housing Preservation and Development (HPD) Department records did not
reveal any lead based paint violations against the subject site (See Appendix A).

In addition, the site is not used for residential purposes.

A lead based paint survey in accordance with The Housing & Urban Development (HUD)
guidelines was not conducted under the scope of this assessment.

MOLD

Our on-site inspection did not reveal any visible evidence of mold or mold spores in any of the
accessible areas inspected.
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D. VAPOR ENCROACHMENT

Vapor Encroachment (VE) is defined as the potential for the presence or likely presence of any
chemical of concern in the indoor air environment of existing or planned structures on the subject
property or within close proximity to the subject property, at a concentration that presents or may
present an unacceptable health risk to occupants.

Portions of the site have been utilized for commercial /warehouse /light industrial usage
since its first developed use. Some of the former tenants include an Auto Garage, Lee Bros
Foundry Co., Bernstein Brothers Sheet Metal Specialties, Inc. & Mazzeo Electric. The
presence of these tenants may represent a Vapor Encroachment Condition (VEC). A
subsurface investigation (soil and groundwater) may better define if a VE should be further
evaluated.

4.7.1 INTERVIEW WITH OWNER
The owner was not present during our inspection.
4.7.2 INTERVIEW WITH SITE REPRESENTATIVE

During our on-site visit, we interviewed Mr. John Galina, who is the real estate broker from
Greiner Maltz Realty.

Copies of the above records of communications are included in Appendices, Section 10.6.
4.7.3 INTERVIEWS WITH OCCUPANTS (TENANTS)
No other individuals were interviewed regarding the facility.

4.7.4 INTERVIEWS WITH LOCAL GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS

We are researching the New York Health & Fire Department records for any information of
hazardous operations including, past spills, leaks or violations. The information has not yet been
provided. We will forward any information that appears to impact the scope of this assessment.

Research of the NYC Department of Buildings indicated the following:

The subject property (Block 413, Lots 32 & 37) is documented as “E” designated lots at the
NYC Department of Buildings. According to 2 NYCDOB memorandum (12/23/03), “E”
designated lots are amendments to the New York City Zoning Maps that may include
environmental designations of certain tax lots that have physical or historical evidence of
uses related to hazardous materials. Zoning Resolution 11-15 provides that the
Department of Buildings may not issue a building permit for work on a tax lot labeled “E”,
until the Department of Buildings is provided with a report from the Department of
Environmental Protection stating that the environmental requirements for the lot have
been met.

The process to remove an “E” designation and receive a notice of satisfaction includes the
following:

There may be environmental issues or conditions at a property that parties may wish to assess i1
connection with commercial real estate that are outside the scope of this practice (the nan-scope
considerations). Some substances may be present on a property in quantities and under
conditions that may lead to contamination of the property or of nearby properties but are not
included in CERCLA's definition of hazardous substances (42 U.S.C. §9601(14) or do not
otherwise present potential CERCLA liability. In any case, they are beyond the scope of this
practice. There may be standards or protocols for assessment of potential hazards and conditions
associated with non-scope conditions developed by governmental entities, professional
organizations, or other private entities. Asbestos-Containing Building Materials. Lead-Based Paint
and Radon are several non-scope considerations that persons may want (o assess in connection
with commercial real estate.

ITEM
Based on the year of construction (1930 & 1931), Asbestos Containing Materials (ACM)
and Lead Based Paint (LBP) are assumed to the present. Since the buildings are vacant,
1 it is recommended that any ACM /LBP encountered during any renovations
/redevelopment of the site be addressed in accordance with local, state and federal
regulations.

No Historical Recognized Environmental Conditions (HRECs) were reported. In addition
no evidence of HRECs were observed during our on-site inspection/ identified in our
database search/historical review.
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4.9 OPINIONS

Based on our site reconnaissance, database review, historical review and interviews with
persons familiar with the subject site and adjacent properties, the above Recognized
Environmental Conditions (RECs) and non-scope considerations were identified under the
scope of services outlined in Section 4.2.2.

Based on our site reconnaissance, database review, historical review and interviews with persons
familiar with the subject site and adjacent properties, no de minimis conditions were identified
under the scope of services outlined in Section 4.2.2.

No Historical Recognized Environmental Conditions were indicated or discovered during our on
site inspection / database review / Historical Research.

4.10 CONCLUSION
